Lilith Performance Studio proudly presents the Indonesian artist Melati Suryodarmo for the first time in Sweden, in a five hour
performance two nights in a row. In her new work iPerception of Patterns In Timeless Influencei Melati presents a scene
reminiscent of barogque chiaroscuro painting tradition, where she in a kind of tableau vivant, throughout the duration of the
performance, remains in stillness together with a group of rabbits. The scene will be accompanied by Bachs aria "Blute Nur"
from the Matteus Passion performed at intervals by an opera singer and violin player.

(Perception of Patterns In Timeless Influencei combines theories about perception philosophy and psychology with mythological
ideas of animals being connected with the the gods, in order to explore human beings' possiblities to communicate with animals.
Melatits interest in mythology lies foremost in its philosphical aspects; Why do humans chose to represent spirituality in the form

of animals? How can human beings learn from the animals that they have a worth despite other people or other people's thoughts?
'l want to return to the ancient cultures idea about learning the animal character for getting powerful influence for the human
behaviour.'

In non-narrative performances without words, Melati mix conceptualism and sensualism, seriousity and absurd humour. Her
works often seem to be about overcoming obstacles but rather than proving something to someone else, she deals with the
human strive to improve ones own possibilities through repeated risktaking, by which one can achieve increased physical
confidence and a deeper consciousness. Melatiis works are concentrated images based on repetition with 20 minutes or eight
hours duration. When nothing seems to happen, the artist as well as the audience can let go of logic, letting mind rest.

Melati Suryodarmo, b 1969 in Surakarta, Indonesia, lives and works in Braunschweig, Germany since 1994. After studies in
International Relations and Political Science Studies in Bandung, Indonesia, she moved to Germany and studied art at the
Hochschule F¢r Beldende Kunste Braunschweig for Anzu Furakawa, Mara Mattuschka and Marina Abramovic. Melati Suryo-
darmo has participated in numerous international performance festivals and exhibitions worldwide, for example the major group
exhibition Wind from the East T Perspectives on Asian Contemporary Art, Kiasma in Helsinki this spring, and in this year's
Venice biennale, in the exhibition Erotic Body, curated by Marina Abramovic and Ismael Ivo. Read more about Melati:
